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Hello to all of our Shamgar family. We are pausing for just a moment to touch base with everyone and to let you know what God has been doing through Shamgar. 

Well as you know our God is awesome and He showed up and showed out on the Heath project. He provided an abundance of volunteers to work, to donate items, to give money and businesses to donate supplies where once again we were able to do exceedingly, abundantly more than we could ask or think. The family was so grateful and if you haven’t seen the pictures on the website of what all God did, you need to make sure you do. Thank you to all of you who gave so much! We are in the process of praying about building a house for a very needy family. We have everything in order with the bank, the family and house plans. We are now looking for a small piece of property to build it on inside the Cochran city limits. Please pray for God’s guidance and will to be done.
We have been blessed to help out several other widows and single women with some small projects these last few weeks. One of these projects we were only able to do so much. We need to go back with more yard tools and a tractor and bush hog. If anyone has one we can borrow or can come and help out please let us know. Nothing has been done in her yard since her husband died four years ago.
We finished our interim in Rhine in February. They have a new pastor and things are going well. We have been supply preaching some and have some more dates coming up in May. The Pulaski jail ministry has been going for about four weeks now on Tuesday nights at 6:30. Both jail ministries are doing great but we really need volunteers that are willing to lead either in Bible study or just to go in as encouragers in this ministry. You can volunteer 1-4 nights/mornings a month. Please contact us if you have questions or even might be interested. (Wednesday 9:30 a.m. in Bleckley)
We have been through training and commissioning by the North American Mission Board and also been further trained in Disaster Relief this last month. We did not get to go the whole week to Moundville to roof the church due to a death in our family but once again God provided the volunteers to step up and get the work done and we were able to help them finish it up the second week.
God has not opened all the doors yet for Celebrate Recovery. We know there is a great need for this type of ministry in our area but we also know we don’t want to get ahead of Him. Please be much in prayer about this ministry!!

We are not sure what God is up to but we KNOW He’s up to something! He has blessed Shamgar Ministries with a 2004 GMC box truck with less than 2000 miles that He has already put to work. Someone else donated a lift gate for the truck and another donated a ramp. We’ve also been blessed with a new camera that we had listed on our website along with a color printer that we did not even know we needed but our printer broke the day we got the new one. All we can say is Matthew 6-God knows what we need before we ask, even before we know to ask. Shamgar has also been given an abundance of plumbing, electrical, and various other building materials this last month. Like our motto says we are trying to just stay faithful and not miss anything He wants to do in us and through us.
We leave out for Sweetwater, Texas next week to do a lot of maintenance work for a Christian ranch out there. We will be gone for a week with other Bold Mission Builders and hopefully we will know more about the local project when we get back.
