The first praise to report is that we finally received our letter from the IRS in May that we have been approved as a 501C3 corporation. This just means we are officially a nonprofit, tax exempt ministry and all donations are tax deductible. If you have given to this ministry at any time we will be sending you a receipt at the end of the year. All donations were retroactive once we were approved. If you have already claimed donations to our ministry on your taxes it is fine. 
Texas was a great week with an awesome group of volunteers. We accomplished over and above what we set out to do. God has opened the construction portion of Shamgar in many different areas this summer. We’ve helped build a church in Thompson, Ga with Bold Mission Builders, replaced a roof for a widow in Twiggs County, built several handicap ramps for some senior adults, lead a group of young people in a construction project in North Carolina at Snowbird Missions Camp and saw two of them get saved, and worked a week in Kentucky on a house for a retired missionary. We were able to see God work in different ways on each of these projects which makes the work so exciting no matter what the temperature. The next project is Labor Day weekend in Johnson city, Tennessee roofing a church with Carpenters for Christ. We need a lot of help with this roof if anyone is interested please let us know.
The jail ministry is still going strong. We want to thank those that have stepped in during our absences this summer so that these Bible studies would continue on. We still need volunteers for this awesome ministry. Most of these people realize they need something and are very receptive to the gospel. We have seen several stand to receive Christ over these last few months. If God is leading you in this area and you can serve even one day a month please let us know. It is Tuesday nights at 6:30 in Hawkinsville jail and 9:30 Wednesday morning in Bleckley jail. We need both men and women for this ministry.

We are still very much in prayer and research about the drug addiction program. Please be much in prayer about this ministry. Whether God uses Shamgar or not the need is tremendous. We have been looking at some other Bible based programs and we truly need your intercession on behalf of this need for God’s will to be done.

Football is in full swing and we ask that you keep Rusty in your prayers as he has the privilege to be Chaplain again in Bleckley County. We are blessed that He can still freely preach to these young men and also lead the coaches in Bible Study on Sunday afternoons. We will be starting work in a different area of community outreach in September. The Christian Hope Center in Hawkinsville provides food for the needy in our area and we have been invited to work with them on the day they give out food to provide spiritual food. Rusty will be sharing the gospel before they pick up their food. The first day of this will be September 18. We invite any of you that can to come and help show these people Jesus and to help with the food distribution.

We’ve been honored to still be preaching several services a month in different churches and serving in our home church as much as possible. Please continue your prayer support for Shamgar Ministries that we will be faithful and God honoring in all that we do.
